This week’s parshah begins with the story
n of Hashem revealing Himself to Avraham
soon after Avraham had given himself a bris.
There is a remarkable story of the Rebbe Rashab,
whose birthday is on Chof Cheshvan, which sheds
light on this episode. When the Rebbe Rashab
was a child, he had a custom of visiting his
grandfather, the Tzemach Tzedek, for a private
audience every year on his birthday. During one
such birthday meeting when the Rebbe Rashab
was four or five years old,! he burst into tears

while with his grandfather. The Tzemach Tzedek
asked his grandson what had upset him so badly.
The child responded that he had learned in the
parshah that Hashem revealed himself to
Avraham Avinu, and he was upset that Hashem
had not revealed Himself to him. The Tzemach
Tzedek responded: “When a Jew (a Tzadik)?
decides at ninety-nine years of age that he must
circumcise himself, he is worthy that Hashem
should reveal Himself to him.” The Rebbe Rashab
accepted the answer and stopped crying.

% 1. The Rebbe Rashab was born on the 20th of Cheshvan, 5621 [1860]. His grandfather the Tzemach Tzedek passed
away on the 13th of Nissan, 5626 [1866]. Thus, the Rebbe Rashab was only five and a half when the Tzemach Tzedek
passed away and therefore must have had this conversation with his grandfather on his fourth or fifth birthday.

2. The different versions of this story were recounted by the Frierdiker Rebbe. Thus, there is certainly significance in
each one. The more comprehensive version includes the words, “a Jew, a Tzadik.” This added description, “a Tzadik,”
demonstrates that even one who is very righteous and has worked tirelessly to bond with Hashem and fulfill His Will,
must still not feel content and he must continue to grow spiritually. The more concise version, which omits the words
“a Tzadik,” contains an even deeper lesson. Bonding deeply with Hashem is not a result of achieving greatness and
accomplishments. Any achievements or greatness that a person may have attained are insignificant on the scale of
magnitude of Hashem. Connecting to Hashem Himself can only result from humility and self-nullification. The way to
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It may seem that this is merely a story of a small child and

would therefore not have any application to our lives. However,
since this story has been passed down to us by the Rebbeim, who
requested that we publicize it, it obviously contains a very valuable
lesson for us to learn.? We must seek to understand what lesson can
be taken from both parts of the story; from both the question of the
Rebbe Rashab, and the answer of the Tzemach Tzedek.

3. Every action of a Rebbe is holy and filled with meaning. This is
true even in their childhood, as the Gemara alludes: “Small pumpkins
are discernible as soon as they sprout from the vine” Though some
elements of a Rebbe’s actions may be beyond us, the fact that the
Frierdiker Rebbe publicized this anecdote means that we can apply the
lesson from it to our lives. The Chassidic lifestyle demands that one
personally grow from every maamer he learns and from every Chassidic
story he hears. The Torah is a living Torah and should be treated as alive
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When this incident took place, the Rebbe

Rashab was merely a small child who had
not yet reached the age of education, and yet he
was crying, demanding that Hashem reveal
Himself to him. We see from here that every single
Jew, regardless of where he stands spiritually, can
“demand” to see Hashem. He may not yet have
even reached the level of “education” This means
that not only might he be unable to understand
G-dliness i.e. Torah, on his own, but he is not even
able to internalize it when taught by others
(obviously, age is not the main factor here; but
rather his spiritual level. The Frierdiker Rebbe
would say that a Jew’s age is not calculated by what
it says on his passport, but rather by the level of
spirituality that he has attained.) Even a Jew on a
beginner’s level is able to demand a revelation of
G-dliness with emotion that actually brings him to
tears. (Tears express the emotions one feels

towards a concept or idea that goes beyond his
understanding, whereby he becomes totally united
with the concept as a result of being passionate
about it.)*

Furthermore, we see from the story that a
n person is able to demand a revelation of
G-dliness that is similar to the manner in which
Hashem revealed Himself to Avraham after he had
given himself a bris. We find that Hashem had
previously revealed Himself to Avraham before he
had fulfilled the mitzvah of milah, but the revelation
at that earlier time was on a lower level. When
Hashem revealed Himself to Avraham after his
bris, Hashem had already added the extra letter n
to his name, indicating that Avraham now
possessed complete dominion over the five parts
of his body that according to the rules of nature, a
person is unable to control.®> Once Avraham had

ﬁ and relevant rather than as academic and abstract. If this story was purely abstract history, the Frierdiker Rebbe would

not have related it.

4. Crying is commonly associated with hearing bad news or being in physical or emotional agony. Essentially however,
crying is a result of being deeply affected by an occurrence or concept that is beyond one’s capacity to absorb. It is
therefore common to see tears not only at a funeral but also at a wedding. The Zohar records R’ Akiva crying when hearing
Torah secrets from his teacher. We too should be so consumed and passionate in our desire for Hashem to appear to us
that it brings us to tears. [Sefer Hamaamarim 5700 D.H. Ahalalah, section 3]

5. The Gemara [Nedarim 32b] notes that Avraham’s original name Avram represents the initial degree of mastery that
he achieved over his body. In Hebrew, each letter corresponds to a numerical value. The letters Alef-1, Beis-2, Reish-200
and Mem-40 total 243. Once a Heh was added to Avram’s name, making his new name Avraham, the numeric value
of Heh-5 was added to his name, totaling 248. Man’s body is said to possess 248 limbs in total. Originally, Avraham
reached a level of mastery where all the limbs of his body were pure and holy with the exception of five: his two eyes, two
ears and the limb of the bris. The Ran explains that Avraham dedicated himself solely to G-dly pursuits, thus attaining

done his best to control that which was under his jurisdiction,
Hashem gave him a gift of control over the additional limbs.
Obviously, since Avraham was experiencing such a spiritual high,
the revelation that he merited at this point was also much greater
than the level of revelation he had experienced previously. Yet from
the story of the Rebbe Rashab as a small child we see that even a Jew
who has not yet reached the level of “education” is able to demand

such revelations of G-dliness.

However, there remained an inherent
impossibility in retaining absolute purity for his eyes and ears as the
sights and sounds which others would present to Avraham'’s eyes and
ears were beyond his control. Similarly, the limb of his bris was inherently
deficient before he circumcised himself. It was only after his bris that
Avraham was granted control even over these five limbs too (i.e. control
over what would register with his eyes and ears), therefore the letter Heh
was added, signifying mastery over these 5 limbs.

learnt from the answer of the Tzemach
Tzedek; "When a Jew (a Tzadik) decides at ninety-
nine years of age that he must circumcise himself,
he is worthy that Hashem should reveal Himself to
him.” Although it is true that every single Jew is
able to demand to see revelations of G-dliness,
such a request still requires a certain awareness as
a precondition. That is, a person must recognize
that although he may have great potential, or may
have even already reached remarkable spiritual
heights, he still has more to work on; he still must
circumcise himself. (Potentially, every single Jew
has great powers and is able to attain the highest
levels of spirituality. As it says, every single Jew
must ask himself “When will my actions reach the
level of the actions of my forefathers Avraham,
Yitzchak, and Yaakov?” It is just a matter of
bringing that potential into action.)

EvenaTzadik who, like Avraham, has gained
E complete control over every single part of
himself (even over the parts which a person is
unable to control naturally,) must realize that there
is still plenty to accomplish. There is a story told
about the Rebbe Rashab that illustrates this idea of
having complete control over one’s body. Once, the
Rebbe Rashab was complaining that he wasn't able
to hear from one ear. When they were trying to
identify the possible cause, they discovered that
when the Rebbe Rashab was saying Chassidus on
Shabbos, there were people in an adjoining room
who were talking and disturbing him. The Rebbe
Rashab knew that his mission was to spread
Chassidus, so in order to continue the maamer
without being disturbed, he removed his ability to
hear from the ear that was facing the adjoining
room and carried on with the maamer. Naturally, it
is impossible for one to stop hearing out of one of
his ears through his own will. We see from this
story though, that Tzadikim can have full control
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over their entire body. Yet, even people on such a high level must be
aware that there is still that which remains to be “circumcised.”

% 6. Our personalities are comprised of ten basic character traits including three cognitive, three emotive and four aspects
of implementation (more generally categorized as three cognitive and seven emotive]. Our character traits can be used
in isolation, for example an intense fixation on love and giving (chesed) without any regard for discipline (gevurah).
Our character traits are more effective and wholesome when each trait is blended with the other traits, with each trait
assuming prevalence where appropriate. Thus a complete person is one who has developed all ten character traits as
they flourish fully in all ten subsections, hence the number one hundred (ten times ten) symbolizes the idea of perfection.
Pirkei Avos 5:22 describes a person’s progress and ability at various ages in life; “The age of five is for Mikrah (chumash),
the age of eight is for Mishnah, etc.” The final entry is for the age of 100: “At one hundred, it is as if he was dead, passed
away and ceased from the world.” Many commentaries are puzzled by this conclusion. The Rebbe explains that when one
lives one hundred years in an optimal manner, he has had the opportunity to refine all ten of his characteristics in their
entirety. He therefore is beyond the confines of worldly limitations and no longer needs to be afraid of being negatively
influenced, hence the words “ceased from the world.” (He can simply focus his energy toward positivity and G-dliness
without need for hesitation or inhibition.)

7. The Rebbe notes that most creations of Hashem occupy a particular spiritual station without having the option
of major change. A minor streak of independence in a higher world may slowly become a more severe self-absorption
problem in a lower world. However, ego does not explosively grow within one level. However, a person can evolve from

Every person is able to make the same

demand the Rebbe Rashab did as a small
child, as long as he has the humility to recognize
that he must constantly try to improve his spiritual
state and never be satisfied with the level he has
attained. Through this, he becomes worthy of a
revelation of Hashem, and he too becomes a ruler
over all of his limbs (even those which one usually
cannot naturally control). Furthermore, he will also
be able to become a master over the part of the
world that he is responsible for refining and

elevating. Just as Tzadikim affect the world through
their own personal avodah,® similarly, by working
to take control over his own body, a person gains
control over the world around him and is given the
ability to elevate it. Through properly refining and
mastering his own self, he will also be able to refine
the world around him, including all of the blessings
which Hashem will bestow upon him such as
children, health and money, in order that he will be
able to serve Hashem properly.

This is true
because humans “preceded creation and are after creation,” meaning they are granted a unique power to raise themselves
to the greatest of heights, or plummet to the lowest of lows.

8. In the maamer that was said at the same farbrengen as this talk was given, the Rebbe identified two manners of
transforming the world into a G-dly place. The vast majority of people perceive the physical world as their reality. While
they may believe that Hashem is the Creator and that our life goal is to serve Him and bring the world in line with His
vision for the world, nonetheless the physical world is their reality and Hashem and G-dliness are a distant unknown.
To Tzadikim however, Hashem and G-dliness are real while physical matter is merely an insubstantial, transient facade.
These differing perspectives on reality affect the method for transforming our world into a G-dly place. The ordinary
individual who perceives the physical world as real must work to actively combat physicality in order to transform it into
G-dliness. In contrast, the Tzadik who has attained a higher consciousness does not need to directly involve himself in
utilizing physical items for holiness and fighting the perception that the world is independently substantial. His inner
consciousness itself impacts his surroundings and weakens the independent and material (superficial) nature of the

world.

Greeting and Blessing:

Your letter of March 1Ist reached me
with some delay. | regret that my
acknowledgment has been unavoidably
delayed by the intervening days of
Purim. Please accept my apology.

First of all, | want to express my
gratification at your response to the
suggestions which | proposed to you
during your visit here. It was, of course,
a pleasure to make your personal
acquaintance.

Frankly, | had wondered what your
reactions might be to my “un-
American” manner of welcoming you.
For, the accepted American way, if |
am not mistaken, is to greet one with a
shower of compliments and praise, even
if not always fully merited. In your case,
of course, it would have been very well
deserved credit, for | was fully aware of
your accomplishments and generosity
in behalf of the Lubavitch work in your
community, given in the best tradition
of inspiration and dedication, even
to the extent of getting your friends
involved in it. Yet, instead of verbalizing
my appreciation atlength, | glossed over
it briefly, and immediately challenged
you with new and formidable projects.

However, the fact is that | felt impelled
to use the precious time at our disposal
to discuss with you those matters
which, in my estimation, are of vital
importance, namely the expansion
of our program in Miami and also the
project in our Holy Land, knowing that
however much we could extend the late
hour, the time would still be too short to
discuss the vital need of these matters
in all their ramifications.

My guiding principle in this case, as

when meeting with people in general,
is the bon mot | heard from my father-
in-law of saintly memory: “When two
Jews meet, they should not be content
with the benefit that the meeting
brings to each of them, but they should
immediately be concerned with the
prospect of bringing a benefit to a third
Jew, a fourth, and to as many Jews as
possible” Moreover, | was hopeful that
you would accept my suggestions in the
right spirit, precisely because you have
already made a magnificent start. And
as | wrote to you in my previous letter,
quoting our Sages of blessed memory,
“He who has 100 desires 200,” etc., or,
in other words, since achievement is the
greatest incentive to further and more
ambitions achievement, | had reason
to believe that your achievement in
the past will widen your horizons and
intensify your desire for even greater
things. Hence, without losing time, |
embarked upon the practical aspects
of our meeting for the benefit of so
many of our fellow Jews. This, | felt,
would ensure also our share of the
benefit, yours and mine, and yours
even more than mine, since the actual
implementation of these projects is
something which Divine Providence
has entrusted in your hands.

As for the projects themselves, | can
hardly overemphasize their importance.
The development of the educational
facilities in Miami on all levels up to
and including the highest, goes beyond
the thing itself, for, as the point was
mentioned, Miami is a showcase for
American Jewry from all parts of the
US.A, so that every accomplishment
there, in the area of Torah education
and revival of Yiddishkeit, has the
significance of a “pilot” project for
others to emulate. Similarly, giving new
direction to the networks and other
media, would trigger off beneficial
repercussions on a global scale.

Thus even a small accomplishment in
these areas could be multiplied on an

unforeseen scale; how much more so a
substantial accomplishment.

As Miami is the showcase for American
Jewry, so Eretz Yisroel is the showcase
for world Jewry, due to the considerable
and growing tourism. Add to this the
fact that it is the “Holy Land” also for
other faiths, and attracts non-Jewish
tourists, too, in growing numbers. Eretz
Yisroel must therefore serve as a model
for all. The project has still greater merit
because it is directly connected with the
influx of the new immigrants.

In the light of all that has been said
above, you can well understand that
your letter has greatly relieved my mind,
for you have indeed shown yourself big
enough to overlook the scanty praise
and to give your serious and favorable
attention to the tasks at hand. | feel
certain that the Zechus of your good
deeds already accomplished has stood
you in good stead...
